Vedic literature provides some of the earliest written record of agriculture in India. Rigveda hymns,
for example, describes plowing, fallowing, irrigation, fruit and vegetable cultivation. Other
historical evidence suggests rice and cotton were cultivated in the Indus Valley, and plowing
patterns from the Bronze Age have been excavated at Kalibangan in Rajasthan. Bhumivargaha, an
Indian Sanskrit text, suggested to be 2500 years old, classifies agricultural land into 12
categories: urvara (fertile), ushara (barren), maru (desert), aprahata (fallow), shadvala (grassy),
pankikala (muddy), jalaprayah (watery), kachchaha (contiguous to water), sharkara (full of
pebbles and pieces of limestone), sharkaravati (sandy), nadimatruka (watered from a river), and
devamatruka (rainfed). Some archaeologists believe that rice was a domesticated crop along the
banks of the river Ganges in the sixth millennium BC. So were species of winter cereals (barley,
oats, and wheat) and legumes (lentil and chickpea) grown in northwest India before the sixth
millennium BC. Other crops cultivated in India 3000 to 6000 years ago, include sesame, linseed,
safflower, mustard, castor, mung bean, black gram, horse gram, pigeon pea, field pea, grass pea
(khesari), fenugreek, cotton, jujube, grapes, dates, jack fruit, mango, mulberry, and black
plum.Indians might have domesticated buffalo (the river type) 5000 years ago.

India ranks second worldwide in farm outputs. As per 2018, agriculture employed 50% of the
Indian work force and contributed 17-18% to country's GDP.

In 2016, agriculture and allied sectors like animal husbandry, forestry and fisheries accounted for
15.4% of the GDP (gross domestic product) with about 31% of the workforce in 2014. India
ranks first in the world with highest net cropped area followed by US and China.

INTRODUCTION
The major supply of fresh water in most parts of the world is the rainfall considered as the Surface

water and the ground water present as the underground wate( table. lnc.regsmg pgpulation leadin
to a surge in demand for food production combined with rapid growth in industries has createq ,
higher demand for fresh water in most places in the country. According to the report of.the.'GrOUnd
Water Management and Ownership' (2007), the water usage totals to 634. BQM yvhlch InCludes
the ground water, the demand for the water projected being 1093 by 2025 indicating a steep rise
in the demand as compared to the availability. This puts a high stress on the water sources, not
only the surface water but also the ground water which gets all the more stressed.

Of late, it has been observed that there has been rapid depletion in the sources of ground water in
some parts of the country by the expert committee of The Mid-term Appraisal (MTA) of the Tenth
Five Year Plan, carried out by the Planning Commission, National Development Council (NDC) in
its 51st meeting held on 27th and 28th June, 2005. An expert Group under the Chairmanship of
Dr. Kirit S. Parikh, Member (Energy & Water), Planning Commission studied the problem and

inferred that there is a steep fall in the ground water reserves.

Reasons for depletion

The above table clearly shows the severe depletion of the ground water in some of the states and

cities like Chandigarh, Delhi followed by Kerala and Karnataka. The main reasons for this severe
decrease are due to

» Overexploitation for agriculture
* Increasing urbanization and industrialization
* Acute surface water shortage in summer months leading to digging of borewells

* Ground water contamination due to geological factors like increasing levels of fluoride, arsenic
and Iron.

* Increase in pumping depths, reduction in tubing yield of water due to scarcity of water affecting
large areas

¢ Failure of rains.

There is a great stress on the current water resources as it has been overused in a highly disorderly
manner with unscientific methods leading to its depletion in many areas in the country (Figurel).
The results of the misuse are clearly shown in

- Decrease in water levels over long periods

- Use of water from aquifer zones,

- More expenditure of energy for lifting underground water from deeper levels

- Seepage of saline water in to fresh water supplies in coastal areas.

In certain other regions of the country like Bihar, Punjab and UP, there is great potential to use the
ground water which is available in plenty (Tablel), (MWR).

The ground water formation is related directly to the types of rock belts present in the various
regions of the country. The major rocks present since the geological periods in various parts of the
country are shown in Figurel, indicate the presence of metamorphic of pre-Cambrian period,
Igneous rocks represented by basaltic rocks of Cretaceous-Eocene period, Gondwana & Vindhyan
rocks which are overlain by quaternary to recent sedimentary deposits. The given map is a
Physiographic and geological map showing the presence of different types of rocks in the country
which affect the availability of ground water, (Jha and Sinha, 2009).

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The Gujarat Green Revolution Company started a new method of “an integrateq approach to
promote uniformity of provisions” and tried to bring a balanced form of water use by its system.

The primary aim of the scheme was to develop a novel objective in irrigation system in its “Micro
Irrigation Scheme in Gujarat”. The programme contained a comprehensive management of water
and farmer-education in managing water systems.

Mulching — this a primarily an agricultural method used
adopted effectively to conserve water in the soil. It involves the use of a material of organic origin
that is spread on ground in view of preserving the soil, and the plant-roots from drying, crusting,
prevent erosion or freezing during peak winters. The method is known as Mulching and the
material used, a mulch. Mulching materials used commonly include straw, sawdust, grass
clippings, peat moss, leaves, husk, or paper etc. According to The Indian Cardamom Research
Institute (ICRI), where the scientists studied the soil fertility on a farm, the mulch not only
increased the organic carbon of the soil, but also promoted its moisture holding capacity.

“Mulching helps in conserving soil moisture. It also acts as temperature regulator in hot summers
and cold winters.” It has additional advantages that it increases the nitrogen content of soil,
provides organic material for use as fertilizer and helps in weed-control.

Advantages of Mulching

« Helps reduce soil moisture loss through evaporation

« tocontrol weed germination and growth

 covers soil, protecting roots from extreme summer and winter temperatures

« aids in improving soil biology, aeration, structure (aggregation of soil particles), and drainage

over time
« toimprove soil fertility as certain mulch types, decompose.

Types of Mulches

There are several types of mulches used by the farmers for different purposes. The mulches used
generally in agriculture can be used to improve soil moisture and water-holding capacity. The
mulches are divisible in to two types, inorganic and organic mulches. The inorganic mulches
consist of various types of stone, lava rock, pulverized rubber, geotextile fabrics, and other
materials. These inorganic mulches are usually not decomposable or degradable. So, they are not
favoured in water conservation. The organic mulches are “wood chips, pine needles, hardwood
and softwood bark, cocoa hulls, leaves, compost mixes, and a variety of other products usually
derived from plants.” These mulches are a source of nutrients to the soil, and plants, are

degradable, and are the preferred type, as they hold more water and are also economical and
easily available.
